Vohandu on sajandeid olnud piiriks Lilvimaa ja Pihkvamaa ehk Vana-Voromaa
Ja Setomaa vahel. Nii Voopsu alevi kui ka Voopsu killa areng on tihedalt seotud
Vohandu joega, sest selle suudmest soitsid mooda Tartu ja Pihkva vahet seilavad
kauba- ja reisilaevad. Voopsu alev asub joe vasakul kaldal, Voopsu kula parempoolsel

kaldal. Setomaa poolel asuv Voopsu kiila on oluliselt vanem.
19. sajandil rajati parempoolsele joekaldale, praeguse Voopsu alevi kohale korts,

millest sai laevadele oluline peatuskoht. 20. sajandi alguseks oli Voopsu kujunenud
suureks aleviks, siin elas lle 700 elaniku. 1926. aastal oli siin 16 poodi, sealhulgas
raamatupood, kaks teemaja ja restoran, kool ning sadamakoht. Siin peatusid
Tartu—Pihkva liini laevad, hiljem eraldi liin Tartu—-Voopsu. Vohandu joe ja selle harujoe
vahelist Hauka saart kasutati peoplatsina ning valjasoite korraldati ka Salosaarele, kus
oli restoran ning tuuleveski. Salosaarel kaisid pidutsemas ka Tartu ja Pihkva inimesed.
Praeguseks on Salosaare vallutanud kormoranikoloonia, ent saarele saab ka

organiseeritud matkaga liitudes (www.matkajuht.ee).
Voopsu oli oma sadamaga Ida-Vorumaa ja Pohja-Setumaa arikeskus. Kuulsad olid

Voopsu laadad, kaupa toodi Tartust, Pihkvast ja sise-Venemaaltki. Tahtsaim laadakaup
oli lina, mida toodi Seto- ja Vorumaalt. Voopsu alevi arengu peatas 1939. aasta suur

tulekahju, milles havis umbes pool alevi majadest.
Looduslikult asub Voopsu Peipsi jarve rannikumadalikul. Voopsu asula ja kula

paiknevad madalal ja lamedal, vaid veidi ule Pihkva jarve pinna kerkival korgendikul,
umbruses on valdavad Vohandu alamjooksu oru lagedad luhad. Majad on kahel pool
Vohandu joge, mille suudmeni jaab siit veidi Ule kolme kilomeetri. See on populaarne
kalastuskoht, plulutakse peamiselt sarge ja latikat, aga ka ahvenat, haugi, koha, sainast,
raabist jms.

Siit Iouna poole suundudes jouad peale Vohandu joe lletamist Setomaale. Metsa
matkarada viib labi Pohja-Setomaa kiilade, poldude ja metsade Varskasse. Pohja poole
kondides jouad peagi Rapinasse, kindlasti tasub linnakesega lahemat tutvust teha.
Seejarel kulgeb rada Rapina poldri néorsirgetel teedel, kuni jouab Lammijarve aares
asuva Mehikoormani.

SEEING

ou have arrived in Voopsu, a small town located around the mouth of the
Vohandu River (3 km from here). The river has been a border river between the
historical Livonian province and Russia, i.e. Vorumaa and Setomaa, for
centuries. There are, in fact, two settlements named Voopsu - one here, on the north
coast of the river and a smaller Voopsu village on the southern coast. The smaller
Voopsu, located administratively in Setomaa, is much older. The development of both
settlements was related to the Vohandu River, as there was heavy ship traffic passing

by the mouth of theriver.
In the 19" century, a barrelhouse was built on this side of the riverbank. This marked

the beginning of a port that became an important hub for vessels bound for Tartu or
Pskov. By the early 20" century, V66psu had become a town of over 700 inhabitants and
many services. It functioned as an important regional center up until 1939, when a huge
fire destroyed about half of the town. The vessels going between Tartu and Pskov made
a stop here; later a separate Tartu-Voopsu cruise ship route was opened. Cruises were
made to the islands of Hauka and Salosaar, where parties were often held. Even people
from Tartu and Pskov came to have a good time here. Now the island of Salosaar has
been taken over by the cormorants, but there are occasional trips to the island

(www.matkajuht.ee).
Voopsu is located on the coastal lowland of Lake Peipus-Pskov. Both Voopsu villages

are situated on a height reaching just a few meters above the level of Lake Pskov.
Landscapes are dominated by the open coastal plains of the lower course of the
Vohandu River. Households extend along the riverbanks. Voopsu is a popular fishing

site, with roach and bream being the main species.
If you are heading south, you'll arrive in Setomaa after crossing the Vohandu river. The

Forest Trail takes you to Varska, passing through the villages, fields, and forests of
Northern Setomaa. The northern part of the trail heads towards Rapina - a small town
where you can spend some extra time. Then the Forest Trail runs on the straight roads
of the Rapina polder, until it arrives in Mehikoorma, located on the coast of Lake
Lammijarv that separates Lake Peipus and Lake Pskov.
