istipalo is a small village between Voopsu and Rapina. The area has
been inhabited for a long time, as proven by the burial mounds
dating back to the second half of the first millennium in the nearby
forest. Nowadays there are two cemeteries, a Lutheran and an Orthodox
cemetery here in Ristipalo, and the two respective churches in Rapina. For
centuries the two nations, Estonians and Russians — Lutherans and Orthodox
— have lived side by side in the region, and the area has been influenced by
both cultures. The lower course of the Vohandu River flows right behind the
cemeteries, making a loop around the Ristipalo village, until taking a straight
course to Lake Pskov at Voopsu.

As for landscapes, the Ristipalo-Rapina area is located on the border of the
higher-elevation Palumaa region and the low-lying Peipus lowland. There are
beautiful pine forests that are characteristic of the Palumaa landscape region,
but the adjacent coast of Lake Pskov is marshy and muddy. Together with
Rapina, Ristipalo is one of the most important centers of forestry, timber, and
paper production in Southeast Estonia.

If heading south, you'll arrive in VOopsu after about a mile. Vo6psu is located
on the historical border between Estonia (formerly Livonia) and Setomaa (a
former Russian province). The two lands are divided by the Vohandu River.
About 100 years ago, VOOpsu was an important port, and the settlement
became known as the business center of Eastern Vorumaa and Northern
Setomaa. The small town of V6opsu has a noteworthy chessboard-like street
network. The Forest Trail crosses the river and arrives at Setomaa.

If going north, the Forest Trail makes a sharp turn right after reaching Rapina
and leads to the coast of Lake Pskov, where it follows the straight roads of the
Rapina polder until arriving in Mehikoorma. If you have time, be sure to look
around in Rapina as well. The small town has a lovely late-classicist castle
and species-rich manor park around it.
